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Medical emergency is a pathologic condition requiring immediate medical intervention to avoid
serious adverse results. In this review the epidemiology, pathogenesis, signs and symptoms,
differential diagnosis and management of oral diseases that bave the features of emergency are
described. Those diseases will force the patient to ask for immediate medical assistance and require
prompt diagnosis and management by the dentist. The diseases described are those manifesting with
(a) enlargement, such as angioedema, emphysema, and soft tissue abscess, (b) solitary ulcer, such
as traumatic ulcer, burn, oral ulceration with bone sequestration, necrosis due to local injection
of anaesthetic solution, necrotizing sieladenometalpasia and (c) multiple ulcers, such as berpetic

gingivostomatitis, erythema multiforme and cinnamon induced stomatitis.
